Ground around the Church.

Altar tombs.

1. Joseph Steele, late of Acrewalls, co. Cumb., and
upwards of 70 years of this parish, died 30 Sep-

tember, 1835, in his go"' year.

Henry Steele, his brother, whose remains were
removed by faculty from St. Andrew Under-
shaft Church and deposited here. Tomb restored

in 1868 under a bequest for that purpose by the

Baroness de Sternberg.

2. Lydia, wife of Samuel Davenport, of the parish,

died 6 December, 1733, ag-ed —

" Her children . . . blessed her."

3. Jonathan Barras, of the parish, died — January,

1747, aged 61.
