was named Benton County Memorial Gardens, which was changed 
to Benton County Memorial Park, Inc. in 1971. 

| The Statue at the front entrance was purchased and erected 
by Major William B. McCabe in January, 1975. 

The first Garden Type Mausoleum Complex was approved by 
the Arkansas Cemetery Board, State Health Department, Corps 

of Engineers and construction began in September, 1975. The 
Unit of Ascension and the Unit of Resurrection which are two 

of the four proposed units have been completed. 

The Columbarium was approved through necessary channels 

and was constructed in November, 1975. 

The Crematory was approved, constructed, and began opera- 

tion in December, 1975. 

The first burial was Mr. Loy Miller, November 11, 1957. 

There are approximately 162 Veterans of Wars dating back 

to the Spanish-American War interred in this cemetery. 

A plat of the cemetery is reproduced on page 2. The ceme- 
tery is arranged by sections, A through H, plus the Mausoleum, 

Columbarian, and Rose Garden. The names are in alphabetical 

order in EACH SECTION. By noting the Block and Lot number 
and checking the plat, the graves can be quickly located.

ETRIS CEMETERY 

In 1871 Capt. Austin Kimsey Etris purchased 40 acres of land 

(nwt of SEL of Section 30, Township 20N, Range 29W) located about 
three miles north of Rogers by way of thes Old Wire Bono: and 

one-half mile West of the Pleasant Hill Church, 

After Mr. Etris acquired the above land, he established a 

cemetery in the Southwest corner of the 40 acres. It became a 

beautiful spot with iris and flowering shrubs around the graves. 

There were about twenty-five graves, some marked with tombs 

and others with just brown sandstones. Most of the graves were 
of the Etris family, but he did permit some of his neighbors 

to make burials there. 

After Mr. Etris died in 1915, the family sold the farm to 
another family — I have been told to a Mr. Degree. 21929, 
my family came here from Oklahoma and purchased this land; and 

for the forty years my family owned the land, the Etris family 

came many times to visit the cemetery, usually on Memorial Day. 

My family sold this forty acres to the City of Rogers for 

the Rogers Municipal Airport, the last parcel being sold to 

them in 1973. The Cemetery no longer exists since it was bull- 

dozed out when the airport was built. The stones cannot be found 

for reading, but in our effort to preserve all the cemetery 

records of Benton County, we can furnish the following:

Camp Evans, Ark., Nov 26, 1861 

J.W. Swindels: 

It is my painful duty to announce to the country, and 
especially to their relatives, the demise of several sol 
diers in this regiment, and to add my testimony to their 
manly and soldier-like bearing during their time of ser- 
vice under me. 

Sergeant James C. HARDIN, Company A., died Nov 18, 
1861, near Pineville, Mo. 

Sergeant 0. P. DAVIS, and Private Carter SHACKLEFORD, 
Company B, died Nov. 1861, at Bentonville, Ark.
